Finally I found a bench in the shade to sit on and watch the world 
go by. The parade of motorcycles and people both riding and walk-
ing was amazing. What also was amazing was the noise. First you 
have the music coming from the stores, then the motorcycles, many 
of which running straight pipes with nothing to muffle the sound. But 
the loudest were the ones who spent a small fortune on their sound 
systems and by God, they were going to crank out every last watt they 
paid for. Several actually made my ears hurt and I’m hard of hearing. 
Please don’t think I hated it. It was really fascinating to take it all in. The people and their machines 

were amazing but after about 4 hours including lunch (I walked into a res-
taurant called the Loud American Roadhouse and immediately left. You can 
probably guess why.) I had enough of it to check it off my bucket list.
Before I go on, Main Street is probably less than 5% of the area the rally 
takes up. I don’t think you could visit all the places involved if you spent an 
entire week doing it. That was the big difference between it and Daytona. In 
Daytona it is nowhere near as spread out or as big.
The next day I went on a ride, sponsored by Polaris, and their local dealer, 

with 7 other Slingshots. It was nice to have someone leading us through the countryside who knows the 
area. My final day there I rode to the Chief Crazy Horse Memorial. I didn’t stop at Mount Rushmore 
because I have been there several times before. The Chief Crazy Horse Memorial is a privately funded 
memorial where they are in the process of carving a statue of Chief Crazy Horse and of course his 
horse. If you go there, and I highly suggest putting it in your bucket list, be sure to watch the free movie. 
I won’t spoil the whole movie but one of the things I learned was that before he earned the name Chief 
Crazy Horse they called him Curly. (That could show up in a trivia game someday.)
There are a lot of really beautiful rides to go on and places to see around 
Sturgis. If that’s all you want to do, don’t go during the rally. Many of 
the bikers there don’t have a lot of experience riding on curvy mountain 
roads and there are lots of accidents. The last count I saw was 4 dead and 
over 60 injury accidents.
When I left Rapid City, I headed back through Boise and then managed 
to route myself through the Hell’s Canyon Recreational Area that I wrote 
about in the previous issue. The funny thing was that Hells Canyon itself which is normally unbearably 
hot was actually cool. The temperature was in the low 70’s which I consider perfect. My only disap-
pointment was that the Hells Canyon Inn and Cafe that I wrote about before was closed the day I was 
there.
What kind of souvenirs did I bring home? Well, two long sleeved T-shirts and a case of Covid. Yes, 
despite getting my two vaccinations about 4 months ago I caught it. Thankfully my symptoms are very 
mild. About like a normal cold and I hope they stay that way. The big difference between it and a cold is 
that I’m isolating in our master bedroom that has a bath attached. My wife leaves food and water on a 
table outside my door and I get it after she leaves. I’m sure going to owe her a lot when this is over.
Now the big question. Would I do it again? The answer to that is, no, but I am not sorry I went. If you
